Keys Of Death and Hades 
     “Stop being afraid.  I was dead.  I am alive.  I will not die 
again.  I have the keys to death and the unseen world.”  To men 
there is a finality in death.  We instinctively fear it.  But with 
Jesus things are different.  He has power because he carries the 
keys.  

     To me there was all the difference in the world between the 
sixth and seventh grades.  In the sixth we had our desk with a 
shelf underneath for our books, but in the seventh we had 
lockers, and that‘s a very important difference.  I suddenly 
discovered that I had the authority and power; I was in control; 
I had the key. 

     So when I Hear Jesus saying, “ I have the keys to Death and 
Hades,” I rejoice.  In the mist of midnight I see the lifted curtain 
of the dawn.  Jesus has the power both to go in and out of 
Death and Hades.  Before his death he said, “I lay down my life, 
that I may take it up again.  No one takes it from me, but I lay it 
down of my own accord.  I have power to lay it down, and I have 
power to take up again.” (John 10:17-18).  He’s in complete 
control.  He has the keys.  Jesus knows what dying is like.  He 
endured it.  More that that, he overcame it and stands ready to 
give us deliverance.
