The Strange Route To Happiness 

     There is a strange equation in the Bible.  Suffering plus patience equals 
happiness.  Who would think it?  Not I. 
     Those who seek a direct route to happiness are in for a rude shock.  Those 
who have pursued this course have often allowed themselves to sink into the 
mires of sin and have seen their lives smothered.  There are those who know 
exactly where they can find happiness.  It’s in success which waits for them 
somewhere around the corner.  Or they try pleasures which look like an oasis 
in a vast desert of monotonous living.  Or they seek a life free from troubles 
and any deep concern which burdens the heart.  But this kind of thinking is a 
false dream, an illusion.  Happiness is not an illusion and it cannot be bought.  
Happiness is born with the heart.  It does not come to us because of the 
absence of trouble… or the presence of friendly circumstance.  Some of the 
most unhappy people have “happy” circumstances.  And others, compelled to 
live in intolerable conditions, nevertheless are happy.  James gives us 
something to think about.  Over and over again he stresses patience and 
steadfastness.  He even links suffering and patience with happiness. “Be 
patient, therefore, brethren, until  the coming of the Lord.  Behold, the 
farmer  waits for the precious fruit of the earth, being  patient about it. You 
also be patient.  As an example of the Lord.  Behold, we call those happy who 
were steadfast.  You have heard the Lord is compassionate and 
merciful” (James 5:7-11).  The Scripture is constantly calling upon us to 
“wait upon God.” He is compassionate and merciful!  For us to wait is as 
much a sign of our faith as “works.”  We “endure, as seeing him who is 
invisible.” And the end result? Happiness! “Behold, we call those happy who 
were steadfast.
