What will
Jesus do with these failures? Will He put them to death? Will He
cast them off forever? Do they not deserve whatever their
sentence may be? But Jesus always astonishes us. He says, “The
spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak” (Matt. 26:41). Never
was there a more kindly allowance. Deserving death, the disciples
receive understanding. What a Savior!
