Inspired Preachers? 

      As a young preacher I had a daily radio program.  As luck would have 
it, I followed another preacher, one who told his audience that he was 

inspired by the Holy Spirit.  Again and again he stressed that the words 
were not his own, but the Spirit’s.  He boasted that he never had to study 

because he was inspired. 
 
      The man was a fraud, pure and simple, I never saw anybody who had 

so many notes.  He would spread them out all over the table, and at times 
frantically searched and shuffled as if he had misplaced something. 

      His favorite passage was Matthew 10:19-20, “When they deliver you 
up, do not be anxious how you are to speak or what you are to say; for 

what you are to say will be given to you in that hour; for it is not you  
who speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking through you.”  

     But he failed to see that this promise was not made to everyone.  It 
was given to the apostles of Christ as Matthew 10:1-4 clearly shows. 

     The apostles didn’t have to be anxious about what they were going to 

say, “for it is not you who speak, but the Spirit of your Father speaking 
through you.” Speaking involves words, but the Spirit provided those, not 
the apostles.  Hence, the apostles were inspired and their message is the 

message of God. 

      But to apply the words of the Lord spoken to the apostles to any 
other preacher is going beyond that which is written.  And those who 
wait for the Holy Spirit to tell them what to say are going to be terribly 

disappointed. 

      I’ve heard some outstanding preachers, but not one of them has 
convinced me that he is inspired.  Now, the Bible, well that’s a different 
matter.  “All scripture is inspired by God and profitable for the teaching 

for reproof, for correction, and for the training in righteousness,” (2 
Timothy 3:16).
