The Noise of Bones

     Bones! The valley was full of bones.  As far as the eye could 
see death had grown old and grey.  A young preacher carefully 
made his way through the valley to survey the situation.  There 
were so many bones…and all of them so very dry.  Surely Ezekiel 
must have been startled when the Lord asked, “Son of man, can 
these bones live?”  Only the most confirmed optimist would dare to 
hope in such a hopeless cause.  But the Lord said to Ezekiel, 
“Prophesy to these bones, and say to them, O dry bones, hear the 
word of the Lord.”  Ezekiel obeyed.  What happened? Let’s hear 
his first-hand report:

“So I prophesied as I was commanded; and as I 
prophesied, there was a noise, and behold, a rattling; 
and the bones came together, bone to its bone.  And 
as I looked, there were sinews on them, and skin had 
covered them…So I prophesied as he commanded 
me, and the breath came into them, and they lived, 
and stood upon their feet, an exceeding great host”. 

(Ezekiel 37:7-10).

     Just think of it.  A valley of lifeless bones became a great living 
host.  And all of it had been accomplished by preaching the Word 
of God.  Oh, the power of God’s Word!

     This ancient story breathes with hope for countless millions 
today.  On every continent you will find the barren and the dead, 
their bones bleaching in the sun.  It may be that even you have 
personally discovered that, “the wages of sin is death.” But 
regardless of how gloomy the picture appears, there is hope.  As 
Paul said to the Colossians, “And you, who were dead in 
trespasses…God made alive” (Colossians 2:13).  The same was 
true with the Ephesians.  Paul told them, “And you He made alive, 
when you were dead through the trespasses and sin in which you 
once walked… (Ephesians 2:1).

     Do not despair over your present condition.  As Jesus said, 
“The words that I have spoken to you are spirit and life” (John 
6:63).
